REASON FOR CONSIDERATION: The Police Department has been awarded a grant from
the State Homeland Security Grant Program {SHSGP) to purchase an automated license
plate reader (ALPR) system in furtherance of emergency preparedness. The City Council
is requested to consider authorizing a $21,538 transfer from the Contingency Account to
purchase the equipment, the cost of which would be fully reimbursed by SHSGP.

BACKGRQUND: The State of California Office of Homeland Security established that the
subgrantee of the SHSGP for San Bernardino County is the San Bernardino County Fire
Department Office of Emergency Services (OES). In its capacity as subgrantee, OES is
tasked with applying for U.S Department of Homeland Security grant funds on behalf of
regional jurisdictions. OES has notified the Police Department that it has been awarded
$22,000 toward purchase of an automated license plate reader. The Police Department
is entitled to full reimbursement once the equipment has been purchased.

The ALPR system would consist of software, a processor, and four cameras mounted on
the light bars of patrol vehicles The cameras continually scan their fields of view for the
presence of license plates When a license plate is detected, the camera is triggered to
capture images of the vehicle and plate, and the images are instantly checked against one
or more databases. In the event of a hit against the database, an audible alert immediately
notifies the officer.

The system promotes interoperability and information sharing via a local Back Office
System Software (BOSS), which stores information that can be analyzed to aid in crime
scene investigation, criminal travel patterns and hot spots, and other intelligence-gather-
ing purposes. The BOSS Program is proprietary software that allows other system users to
share data via their servers. Information can be queried and shared with non-3M system

users

The Police Department purchased an ALPR system through PIPS Technology in June 2007.
The additional system would be purchased from 3M who, in 2012, acquired Federal Signal
Technologies Group, the parent company of PIPS Technology. The additional system is the
same product as that purchased in 2007 to ensure consistency in training; data collection,
storage, and analysis, and software capability. The Department did not seek bid quotations

from other ALPR vendors because BOSS is proprietary software that does not support data
from other ALPR vendors, making the purchase a sole-source transaction.

FISCAL IMPACT: The cost to purchase the ALRP system is $21,538. Should the City Councii
approve this item, $21,538 would be transferred from the Contingency Account to the Police
Department Fiscal Year 2012-13 Budget to pay for the equipment. The City would be fully
reimbursed for the purchase from SHSGP.

REASON FOR CONSIDERATION: The City Council is requested to consider authorizing
the Fire Department to receive $2,811.40 from the FY2010 State Homeland Security Grant
Program (SHSGP) and a $2,811.40 appropriation from the Contingency Account to
purchase eight electronic dosimeters from Arrow Tech. The Fire Department would be
entitled to a 100 percent reimbursement of the cost to purchase these items from the

FY2010 SHSGP.

BACKGROUND: The FY2010 SHSGP is responsible for distributing nonmatching grant
funds to local first responders to provide financial assistance for the purpose of purchas-
ing equipment and supplies to improve emergency response capabilities at terrorist events.
All eligible applicants are required to purchase equipment or supplies inadvance and are
entitled to 100 percent reimbursement through the grant program.. The distribution of
grant funds is coordinated by each Operational Area. The coordinating agency for the City
of Montclair is the San Bernardino County Fire Protection District.

The Fire Department has been authorized to receive $2,811 40 in nonmatching grant funds
from the FY2010 SHSGP to purchase eight personal electronic dosimeters. The devices
would be worn by Firefighters to alert them to possible exposure to ionizing radiation and
indicate the level of exposure. The dosimeters would be used in conjunction with other
radiological detection equipment at incidents to detect the presence of such material

REASON FOR CONSIDERATION: The City Council is requested to consider authorizing
the Fire Department to receive $3,281.04 from the FY2011 State Homeland Security
Grant Program (SHSGP) and a $3,281.04 appropriation from the Contingency Account to
purchase two multisensor point chemical-detection meters from TG Technical Services
The Fire Department is entitled to a 100 percent reimbursement of the cost to purchase
these items from the FY2011 SHSGP.

BACKGROUND: The FY2011 SHSGP is responsible for distributing nonmatching grant
funds to local first responders to provide financial assistance for the purpose of purchas-
ing equipment and supplies to improve emergency response capabilities at terrorist
events.

REASON FOR CONSIDERATION: Advertising for bid proposals is subject to City Council
approval.

BACKGROUND: Maintenance of landscaping in City streets and parks is generally
provided by contract. For several years, Mariposa Landscapes, inc., has been providing
these services, but its contract with the City will expire in June. Staff is requesting
authorization to advertise for landscape maintenance services These maintenance
services include trimming hedges, mowing lawns, irrigation repair, and weeding in street
parkways and median islands. Landscape maintenance includes maintenance in some
parks and trash pickup at several City facilities.

it is proposed that the contract be for one year beginning July 1, 2013, but also include
provisions for two three-year extensions if mutually agreed to between the City and the
contractor.

FISCAL IMPACT: The cost for advertising the maintenance contract is not expected to
exceed $1,000. Staff anticipates requesting the City Council to award the contract no
later than june 2013.

RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends the City Council authorize staff to advertise for
bid proposals for the Median Island, Parkway, and Park Landscape Maintenance Project.

REASON FOR CONSIDERATION: State law requires Notices of Completion to be recorded
with the County Recorder upon acceptance of a public works project. The City Council is
requested to consider approval of the filing of a Notice of Completion with the Office

of the San Bernardino County Recorder and related to actions concerning the Northwest
Montclair Street Rehabilitation Project.

BACKGROUND: On December 17, 2012, Gentry Brothers, Inc., was awarded a contract
for construction of the Northwest Montclair Street Rehabilitation Project and entered into
Agreement No. 12-108 with the City. All work required under Agreement No. 12-108 has
been satisfactorily completed. Work included removal and replacement of curb, gutter,
and sidewall, construction of new pedestrian ramps, pavement grinding, installation of
new asphalt concrete pavement; and replacement of traffic striping

Project limits were from San Bernardino Street on the south, Mills Avenue on the west,
Arrow Highway on the north, and the San Antonio channel on the east.

FISCAL IMPACT: Gentry Brothers, Inc., was awarded a construction contract for $776,636
that included a construction contingency of $80,000 The project was funded by a
combination of Measure | and Proposition 1B funds. It was necessary during the course
of construction to extend construction limits at some locations and adjust a few quantities
through construction change orders, The changes ultimately increased the totai construc-
tion cost from the awarded amount of $776,636 to the final cost of $839,572, an increase
of $62,936.

RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends the City Council take the following actions related
to the Northwest Montclair Street Rehabilitation Project:

1.  Approve the filing of a Notice of Completion with the Office of the
San Bernardino County Recorder.
2. Reduce the Faithful Performance Bond to 10 percent.
3. Retain the Payment Bond for six months.
4. Release the retention 30 days after recordation of the Notice of Completion.

REASON FOR CONSIDERATION: On January 22, 2013, the Montclair Housing Authority
Commission approved a Purchase and Sale Agreement between the Montclair Housing
Authority and EMI Partners, L.P. EMI Partners, L.P. was the entity created by National
Community Renaissance of California (National CORE) to gain tax credit financing for the
proposed 18-unit Special Needs Housing Project for persons with developmental disabili-
ties. The Purchase and Sale Agreement was a place-holding agreement until the terms of
a Disposition and Development Agreement could be completed.

Proposed Disposition and Development Agreement (DDA) No. 13-13 between the Montclair
Housing Authority and EMI Partners, L.P., has been completed and is included in the agenda
packet. The DDA involves the sale and transfer of property owned by the Montclair Housing
Authority to National CORE's tax credit entity, EMI Partners, L.P. The purpose of the sale
would allow EMI Partners, L.P. to construct an 18-unit affordable housing project for persons
with developmental disabilities. The property proposed for sale is focated at 4113 Kingsley
Street directly east of the 50-unit Vista Del Cielo project. The site is shown on Exhibit A.

The Montclair Housing Authority is requested to consider adoption of Resojution No. 13-03
approving the DDA. The Montclair Housing Authority Commissioners are requested to
consider Agreement No. 13-14. The Agreement grants an access easement to Mills Family
Housing Partners, L.P. Mills Family Housing Partners, L.P., is the investment entity of
National CORE that owns the Vista Del Cielo project. The easement is needed for vehicle
access to the Special Needs Project from the Vista Del Cielo project.

Proposed DDA No. 13-13 and the Grant of Easement document (Agreement No. 13-14)
are included in the agenda packet for consideration by the Montclair Housing Authority
Commission.
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BACKGROUND:

Project History

In 2003, the Housing Improvement Task Force identified the area generally located
between Mills Avenue, Kingsley Street, Amherst Avenue, and Holt Boulevard as the

San Antonio Gateway. The Housing Improvement Task Force proposed various housing
types and densities for the area. As a result of the City Council’s approval of the recom-
mendations of the Housing Improvement Task Force, the San Antonio Gateway area
included land use planning for multifamily housing, senior housing, and single-family
housing. To date, the City has seen most of the proposed housing developments come
to fruition. A 106-unit single-family housing project has been developed by Taylor
Morrison. The Redevelopment Agency participated with National CORE in development
of the 75-unit San Antonio Vista Apartment project. With assistance from the Redevelop-
ment Agency, National CORE completed the 85-unit senior project. On June 2, 2011, the
Redevelopment Agency celebrated the grand opening of the 50-unit affordable Vista Del
Cielo family apartment project with National CORE. Vista Del Cielo included a $4 3 million
residual receipts loan from the Redevelopment Agency Housing Fund.

The Redevelopment Agency Board of Directors authorized the acquisition of the .47-acre
property at 4113 Kingsley Street on January 20, 2009. The purchase price for the property
was $330,000. The property was acquired with Low- and Moderate-Income Housing Funds.
At the time the property was acquired, staff held preliminary discussions with National CORE
to determine its interest in considering the site for special needs housing. Development of
a Special Needs Housing Project was of interest to National CORE. National CORE developed
similar projects in the past and has partnered with nonprofit social service providers regard-
ing tenancy and social service needs. The proposed location for the National CORE Special
Needs Project lies directly east of Vista Del Cielo on the southwest corner of Kingsley Street
and Pradera Avenue. This site also serves as an entry corner for the Montclair Meadows
Foundation Area and the San Antonio Vista Apartments. On September 8, 2009, the Rede-
velopment Agency Board of Directors approved an Exclusive Right to Negotiate Agreement
between the City of Montclair Redevelopment Agency and National CORE regarding the
4113 Kingsley Street site. Through the Exclusive Right to Negotiate Agreement, the Rede-
velopment Agency Low- and Moderate Income Housing Fund provided National CORE with

a predevelopment loan of approximately $252,000. These funds were used to develop
building plans for the property and to gain City entitlements. The project was entitled by
the Planning Commission on March 14, 2011.

An Option Agreement regarding purchase of 4113 Kingsley Street was approved by

the Redevelopment Agency Board of Directors and National CORE on October 19, 2009.

The Option Agreement provided National CORE with the ability to apply for United States
Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) Section 811 funding to finance the
development of affordable housing for developmentally disabled persons. The Option
Agreement also committed that the Redevelopment Agency Board of Directors would
consider providing National CORE with a residual receipts loan of at least $1.6 million.
National CORE received a commitment for funding from the Section 811 Program in 2010.
However, National CORE still found itself in need of additional funding for the project and
sought to apply for the California 9 Percent Low-Income Housing Tax Credit (LIHTC) program
On December 30, 2010, the Option Agreement with National CORE was, therefore, extended

until December 30, 2012.
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National CORE was successful in receiving 9 Percent LIHTC; and with the HUD Section 811
funding, National CORE has been ready to finance the 18-unit Special Needs Housing
Project for persons with developmental disabilities for several months. National CORE
wrote a letter to the Successor Agency seeking to exercise the option for acquisition of the
property. Without an open escrow for the site, National CORE was in danger of losing its
commitment for HUD financing. Therefore, on January 22, 2013, the Montclair Housing
Authority approved a Purchase and Sale Agreement with EMI Partners, L.P. for disposition
of the site until the DDA could be finalized by all involved parties. The DDA will replace
the Purchase and Sale Agreement.

Special Needs Housing

There -are distinct types of "special needs housing” recognized by federal/state housing
programs. These categories include housing for emancipated minors or those exiting

the foster care system, housing for persons or families that are victims of spousal/partner
abuse, housing for persons suffering the effects of acquired immune deficiency syndrome/
Human immunodeficiency virus, housing for persons suffering from mental problems, and
housing for persons with developmental disabilities. The category of special needs housing
proposed for construction at 4113 Kingsley Street is housing for persons with developmen-
tal disabilities. A developmentally disabled adult is defined as a person of least 18 years of
age or older who has a severe chronic disability that is likely to continue indefinitely and
which is attributable to mental or physical impairment or both, where the condition manifes-
ted itself before the person attained the age of 22 years old. The disability must reflect a
person's need for a combination of special, interdisciplinary, or generic care, treatment, or
other services that are lifelong or of an extended duration. This physical or mental condition
must substantially limit function in three or more of the following areas.

. Self care

. Receptive and expressive language
. Learning

. Mobility

. Self-direction

. Capacity of independent living

° Economic self-sufficiency

Adults residing in the Montclair Special Needs Housing Project would need to have the
capacity and ability for independent living. However, these proposed residents would likely
have the need for special services. Therefore, the proposed Special Needs Housing Project
would be operated slightly different than either the National CORE Senior San Marino Apart-
ments or the San Antonio Vista or Vista Del Cielo projects. The difference in operation
would be reflected in social service delivery. While all the other National CORE projects
have some community, recreational, or educational programs, the Special Needs Housing
Project would have a social service provider that would monitor and follow up on the needs

of the resident population.
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redevelopment agency were to be listed on a Housing Asset Transfer form and submitted
to the Department of Finance (DOF) for approval. The submittal of the Housing Asset
Transfer form to DOF had to be completed by August 1, 2012. The Housing Asset
Transfer form for the former City of Montclair Redevelopment Agency included the
property located at 4113 Kingsley Street. The Housing Asset Transfer form listed this
property as a site to be used for an affordable Special Needs Housing project having a
valid Option to Purchase Agreement by National CORE. In addition, the Oversight Board
approved the Housing Asset Transfer form on July 25, 2012 and adopted Resolution

No. 12-11 approving the transfer of housing assets to the Montclair Housing Authority.
